For all contracts above €5,000 (excl. VAT) project partners (public or
private) need to have documented proof that three quotes have
been asked for. In the event that the partner must comply with
other, stricter rules (e.g. internal rules), these stricter rules must
apply.

The failure to apply this programme rule, will result in a 25% flat rate
cut for all the expenditure related to the contract, unless the project
partners can provide a sound explanation.
